ne of the most exciting 
developments underway in
Hartford is the new housing

springing up through the center of
downtown. It is the one change that
will have the most dramatic impact
on efforts to make downtown Hartford
a full time city – at work and play 
24 hours a day.

Within the next year and a half a
new ribbon of residential addresses
will run from the loft living spaces
at Colt Gateway to the brownstones
on Buckingham and Capitol, past
Bushnell on the Park and Bushnell
Tower, over to 55 Elm and Trumbull
on the Park, up Trumbull to Hartford
21 and through Pratt Street to the
former Sage-Allen building. And
there are many other development
projects on the drawing board.

This means more than 1,000 residents
will be moving into downtown
Hartford and calling Hartford home.
Already, it is having an impact on
businesses in the retail and service
sector who see these new residents 
as potential customers.
